2.0
The Assignment

The Assignment is intended to cover the following core activities;

(a) Collect the Material Social Data (MSD) from the various sources including governmental and non governmental entities and other stake holders (see paragraph 3 Methodology below)
Basic Data to be collected

· Demographic Data, population, Age groups, Number of Old persons, Dis abled, HIV ADIS prevalence, school attendance, employment etc. etc.
· Data on Governmental and non governmental organisations operating at the ward and details and impact of their activities in the area and the impact they are making commensurate to ACWF goals, this shall be vital to focus ACW activities in the Working plan.
· Geographical and economic data on the area. Environment, recourses, and the like.
· Any other as proposed by the Research team or as encountered and found relevant during the research.
Data collected shall be analysed to produce a report that shall be a basis for the ACWF working plan.
(b) To verify the accuracy and completeness of MSD disclosures on all aspects as required by ACWF and other stake holders (the researchers or sponsors are free to extend this research to also suit their specific need).
(c) To analyze collected and verified data on two wards in order to make informed judgments about the social status in order to propose projects commensurate to ACWF objectives.
(d) To produce reports that are clearly intelligible to the non-specialist, highlighting any cause for concern the analyzed information reveals.

Methodology 

The methodology is based on the scope of work envisaged for this assignment and shall be divided into three phases as follow:-

Phase 1:   Collection of information and Verification

i) Sending questionnaire to different offices in the District , Ward and Village, 

ii) Accessing Websites eg. National Census and other websites with requisite data.

iii) Accessing Reports eg. from libraries, government offices achives and other stake holders based in the research area. Or any other method suggested by Researches etc.

iv) Physical collection by site visits

v) Verification of Data collected shall be up dated and calibrated and verified during field visits

vi) Draft report on phase one has to be produced and distributed to ACWF and other interested stake holders for review and comments before a Final Report is Drawn. ACWF may request elaboration or further collection and verification of Data upon which another Draft Report has to be compiled before commencement of Phase two.
Phase 2:   Analysis of the Material Project Information
This shall be to carry out detailed analysis of the information collected with a focus on documenting and quantifying extreme vulnerabilities and suggesting projects aimed at their containment

A draft report has to be produced and distributed to ACWF and other interested stake holders for review and comments before a Final Report is Drawn

The final Report shall remain a property of ACWF, Researchers, Sponsors and other stake holders. The Final Report may be published in ACWF website.

Budget

1. The estimated time for a comprehensive data collection is estimated to be a minimum of eight weeks. Researchers have to be based in ACWF Moshi office/Homestay, they will visit Rombo (about 60Km from Moshi) and stay for short durations necessary for field work in That area only. Researchers have to organize for their cost of stay as per ACWF rates (see our website). The contribution shall cover accommodation, meals, transport (connected to the assignment) , stationery and office

2. Renumerations for the Lead Consultant (He is not a Voteer, He is a social worker outsourced by ACWF) is USD 1,000 for the entire assignment.

3. The minimum team members is 2 persons and Maximum is 8 persons

4. The total Budget is therefore the total cost of items 1 and 2 with respect to the actual team size and agreed duration
5. The assignment shall be achieved after a total budget is concluded either as organized by volunteers actually doing the assignment or by a volunteer (s) donation and ACWF procurement of the Research team

More Information on Volunteers (Researchers Placement)

1. Each Research team member and sponsor shall be awarded a "certificate of service” and a stamped and signed copy of the final report and shall be kept posted on the developments arising from the Report.

2. Volunteers shall be placed in a hostel operated by ACWF at Moshi Lunguo B, shall be moved on to Rombo and be placed in Hostel run by ACWF. They will have to travel to Rombo only when they have to verify Data connected to Kelamfual Mokala ward which is in Rombo (60kma from Moshi).  All Data Collection analysis and compilation shall be done at ACWF office in Moshi.
3. Volunteers shall be expected to follow the normal working hours prevalent in the government offices in Tanzania. That is five days a week, eight hours a day with one hour lunch break.  However the group is expected to have and stick to its own working plans
4. ACWF is already active in the following activities which now  need to be properly planned in a professional and sustainable way. Researches shall have an opportunity to visit these projects during their stay with us

Both wards have an area manageable by walking , Hostels,  offices and places of work are all at a reasonable walking distance, Public transportation is cheap in the area, commuting with towns shall cost around Tshs 300 a trip, fare between Moshi and Rombo are around Tshs 3,000/=  one way.  Taxis within the town are around Tshs 3000  to 5000/= within the municipality. (1usd is roughly  Tshs 1500).

6. After the research is done, Researchers may be willing to stay on for other activities including tourism to our game reserves, coast and Zanzibar, and eco tourism. While this activity is not part of the Research ACWF shall be handy to provide the requisite handling.
